On a motion by Trustee John Alvarez and seconded by Trustee Alice Lopez, the Board voted unanimously to expel Student #03-01-17-17 for violation of Education Code 48900 ( c) Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished, or been under the influence of a controlled substance listed in Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 11053) of Division 10 of the  Health and Safety Code, an alcoholic beverage, or an intoxicant of any kind; 48900(d) Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell a controlled substance listed in Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 11053) of Division 10 of the Health and Safety Code, an alcoholic beverage, or an intoxicant of any kind, and either sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to a person another liquid, substance, or material and represented the liquid, substance, or material as controlled substance, alcoholic beverage or intoxicant; and 48900.4 Creating and Intimidating Environment.  The student was expelled for this semester and the following one and referred to the County Community School.  The student was ordered to seek counseling and provide written evidence to the District that counseling was received and satisfactorily completed; perform 30 hours of community service to be determined by supervision staff; and to stay away from all school campuses other than on school business as directed by the school including after school, evening, and weekend activities.  A copy of the expulsion letter will be sent t to the District Attorney, Probation Department, and/or Police Department (for acts of assault, possession of sale or alcohol/narcotics/ controlled substances, or possession of weapons or firearms).  The student must apply for readmission after Spring 2017.
