The Board expelled the student for one year.  The student was referred to the County Community School; ordered to seek counseling and provide written evidence to the District that counseling was received and satisfactorily completed; stay away from all school campuses other than on school business as directed by the school including after school, evening, and weekend activities and perform 20 hours of community service. A copy of the expulsion letter will be sent to the District Attorney, Probation Department, and/or Police Department.  The student shall apply for readmission after Spring 2017.
